What to Collect

open to receive donations on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday between 9.00 am and 2.00 pm. If
you’d prefer to drop off outside these hours, just get in touch - we’re happy to arrange a suitable time.

If you’d like us to collect your donation, please contact us as early as possible so we can schedule a
pickup. Kindly note that this may require storing the food at your premises for a few days until collection
is arranged.
